
Savannah Water Slide Rules 
 

• Slides open ONLY when lifeguards are on duty closed at all other times. 
• Children under 13 may not use the water slides without adult supervision. 
• Riders must be in good physical condition and free from any physical limitations to 

participate.  Pregnant women, persons with, or having a history of heart, back, 
neck, or joint problems should not ride. 

• Obey lifeguards at all times. 
• Do not enter the ride until the lifeguard tells you to do so.  Start yourself down the 

launch ramp only when the lifeguard signals you.  (SIT DOWN FACING 
FORWARD, FEET FIRST, LAY ON YOUR BACK WITH YOUR ARMS CROSSED 
ON CHEST AND LEGS CROSSED AT ANKLES) 

• No standing, horseplay, kneeling, spinning, or aggressive stunts. 
• ONE PERSON down the slide at a time, no chains. 
• Swimmers must be at least 48” tall to ride the slide or must pass a swim test 

administered by the lifeguards. 
• Children may not be caught at the end of the slides. 
• No free swimming in the slide pool. 
• Mats allowed in waterslide area only.

• Savannah Community Association, Inc. assumes no responsibility for the loss, theft

Savannah Main Pool Rules 
 

• No one under 13 years of age is permitted in the pool area without an adult 18 
years or older. 

• Children must be supervised at all times. 
• Children 3 and under are required to wear approved swim diapers. 
• Swimmers must shower before entering pool and/or after playing in sandbox. 
• No glass containers at any time in the gated-pool or hot-tub area. 
• No alcohol may be consumed while using these facilities. 
• No eating, drinking or smoking while in the pool water. 
• No smoking except in designated areas.  Violators will be liable for cigarette burns 

or damage to turf area. 
• No running or rough play. 
• No abusive language, loud radio, or excessive noise. 



• Keep off the rocks and out of the landscaping beds. 
• Swimmers must be at least 48” tall to ride the slide or must pass a swim test 

administered by the lifeguards. 
• Children may not be caught at end of the slides 
• No rafts or flotation devices are allowed in main pool.  Coast Guard approved 

floatation devices are allowed. 
• Swim wear only.  Cut-offs or street clothes not permitted. 
• No animals, bikes, skateboards, or scooters are allowed in the pool or enclosure. 
• Pool is available to Savannah homeowners ONLY!  Guests are permitted with a 

guest pass ONLY!  Adult homeowners 18 and over must be present with guest and 
are liable for guest’s actions. 

• Each household will be allowed guests.  Additional passes may be purchased. 
• Savannah Community Association, Inc. assumes no responsibility for any personal 

injury to anyone resulting for the use of pool or slides. 
• Mats allowed in waterslide area only. 
• Only pool appropriate toys allowed in pool, i.e. Nerf equipment. 
• Savannah Community Association, Inc. assumes no responsibility for any personal 

injury to anyone resulting for the use of pool or slides.

Savannah Adult Pool Rules 

 
• No one under the age of 18 allowed in the Adult pool or enclosure. 
• No glass containers at any time in the gated-pool or hot-tub area. 
• No eating, drinking or smoking while in the pool water. 
• No running or rough play or handstands, etc. off side of pool. 
• No abusive language, loud radio, or excessive noise. 
• Rafts or flotation devices are allowed in Adult Pool.   
• Swim wear only.  Cut-offs or street clothes not permitted. 
• Swimmers must shower before entering the pool. 
• No animals, bikes, skateboards, or scooters are allowed in the pool or enclosure. 
• No alcohol may be consumed while using these facilities. 
• No smoking except in designated areas.  Violators will be liable for cigarette burns 

or damage to turf area. 
• Savannah Community Association, Inc. assumes no responsibility for any personal 

injury to anyone resulting for the use of pool or slides.

Savannah Hot Tub Rules 
 

• No glass containers at any time in the gated-pool or hot-tub area. 
• Adults should not use hot-tub alone. 
• Hot-tub should only be used for a maximum of thirty minutes per visit. 
• No eating, drinking or smoking while in the pool water. 
• No children under 16 years of age are allowed in the hot-tub. 
• No running or rough play. 
• No abusive language, loud radio, or excessive noise. 
• No rafts or flotation devices are allowed.  Coast Guard approved floatation devices 

are allowed. 
• Swim wear only.  Cut-offs or street clothes not permitted. 
• Swimmers must shower before entering the hot-tub. 
• No animals allowed in the pool, hot-tub or enclosure areas. 
• No alcohol will be consumed while using these facilities. 
• No smoking in the hot-tub area.  Use only designated areas for smoking.

injury to anyone resulting for the use of pool or slides.
